INTERNSHIP RESPONSIBILITIES

The company participates in wholesale markets at Fashion Industry Gallery and Dallas Market Center. We are also involved in many fashion shows and events. We work with local photographers and stylists and participate in retail events through our stores.

All design and manufacturing of product is done at studio, located in Denton, TX.

Intern responsibilities will include:

1. Attending and preparing for wholesale markets:

· Tagging product for market, creating wholesale catalogs and marketing materials for buyers and assistant buyers. Learning “market” terminology and protocol. Ex: wholesale pricing, retail markup, style #s, silhouettes, units, ship partial or complete, ship COD, Net 30…etc.

2. Dealing directly with store buyers and assistant buyers regarding order fulfillment and shipping as well as developing a working understanding of: 

· -Purchase Order #’s, Return To Vendor (RTV’s), sell–through reports, Return   Authorization (RA’s).

3. Participation retail events and store visits at stores such as Saks Fifth Ave in Dallas & Stanley Korshak in Dallas:

· -Working with store managers and assistant managers to help develop strategies that will help “TURN” of product. EX: trunk shows, employee sales contests for gratis, marketing materials, press books…etc.

4. Learning the infrastructure of the design and production studio:

· -Develop relationships with our resource vendors, learn production timelines, and create daily finished product manifests. Participate in trend and color forecasting meeting for new designs. Work directly with Rachelle Dauphinée regarding branding product and design continuity.

5. Photo shoots, Fashions shows, styling events:

· -Understanding the importance of the branding of the product to the public via photographers, models, stylists and creative directors while working in alliance with the designer.  Press kits, website pictures, line sheets, advertising…etc.

This 5 point process will help the student understand the entire Merchandising process from the initial design to market sales to retail sales and advertising of the product to the consumer.
